Artem Panin, Director of Adaptation: We have guys who, after our 
5-month course at the rehab centers, come to us for adaptation, 
many of whom come without turning to Christ. But going through 
the adaptation stage, which is more similar to real life conditions, 
many turn to God in repentance. Let us share our joy: 

Pavel Shmakov is 47 years old; he came from our rehabilitation program at the Rumyantsevo Pirkko Home and has 
been with us for a month now. Recently, at our annual retreat meeting of the Pirkko Homes graduates, the words of 
the Gospel broke Pavel's heart and he sincerely asked God for forgiveness. Praise God! 

Denis Petrov, 25 years old, also went through the program at Rumyantsevo Pirkko Home and recently moved to us 
for adaptation. The Lord touched his heart in the first month of his stay there. At first, when Denis came to the center, 
he had terrible hallucinations and weighed less than 110 lbs. After repentance, his life began to shine and he had a 
desire to live and build his house on the rock (the Lord). He constantly reads God's Word, works and plays soccer.  

God gave us a good job at a metalworking plant and our brothers are a good example to the unbelievers, and many 
of them have already come to church and heard about Christ. We thank the Lord for everyone He sends to us and 
we take care of. As winter comes, pray for our need to repair two cars and get winter shoes for the guys. 

The Gospel Behind Barbed Wire (GBBW) Prison Magazine Ministry   
Eduard Zavedeyev:  Our prison magazine is distributed in the most remote corners of Russia. Recently, Sister 
Lyubov Tolman from the village of Milkovo on the Kamchatka Peninsula, sent us a letter. The distance from Moscow 
to this village is over 4,000 miles (~ 7,000 km) and the time difference is 9 hours. 

"Greetings! We have 5 small churches in Kamchatka. The pastor lives in Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky. He comes 
to Milkovo once a month - it is 180 miles (300 km) away. Our church has only 5 members but a large church 
building, and services are held twice a week: on Sunday and Friday. In our village there is a women's prison colony 
(IK-7), where we deliver The Gospel Behind Barbed Wire magazines. We also read your magazine ourselves and 
give it to unbelievers. We really need a pastor."  

Thank you for your prayers and financial support for the publication and distribution of our magazine, which is very 
much awaited. Also pray for small outlying churches, like Milkovo, and their outreach to others, including prisoners.
